Who?
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Kristin Knox is the poised pen and personality, self-made stylist, self-appointed McQueen expert, die-hard Hemingway fan and aspiring literaria behind "The Clothes Whisperer" blog. New York City born and bred, Knox first moved to the UK to matriculate at Corpus Christi College at Oxford University where she read an MPhil degree in Classical Languages and Literature, finishing in 2009. Since launching "The Clothes Whisperer" blog in March of 2009, Knox has written for numerous UK and international titles, styled lookbooks and campaigns, toured the world churning out ideas and content as well as acted as consultant for and collaborated with an impressive Rolodex of both luxury and high street brands. An established author, Knox’s first book was Alexander McQueen: Genius of a Generation. Her latest title, Culture to Catwalk was published in September 2011 and she can be found droning on lecturing regular intervals at London's Victoria & Albert Museum.
